6. Riggs Road Cup: - Jack Cooper:

c. The winner of this year’s Club Championship is Bob Gerber and Loren Wallace won the Sunbird Cup.  Congratulations to both.
		
9. Rules/Course/Golf Shop: Dave White –   
a. Golf Shop hours is 7:00 - 4:00.  Starting April 1st, the first Tee Time will  be 7:04am.  Starting May 1st, the first Tee Time will be 6:32am.
b. Chits and gift cards can be used to pay membership dues.
c. Cell Tower is nearing completion. 
d. Future changes to the Hitting Range are currently in the planning stages.
e. Rules #18. Lost Ball and Provisional:  Time Limit for looking for a lost ball is three (3) minutes. When hitting a Provisional Ball, a Player can continue to hit the Provisional up to the location of the assumed Lost Ball.  #6 concerns Ready Golf.  For example, once on the green and you start to putt, continue putting until finished.  There is not penalty for playing (hitting) out of order. Play READY GOLF from the Tee Box through putting on the green.
f. Rule #15.3. Back Stopping the Ball on the green.  A player’s ball is located behind the cup. The oncoming player can not ask the previous player to leave his ball unmarked to be used as a bank shot. If neither player doesn’t say anything and continue to play there is no penalty, but if either play says anything about leaving the first ball it’s an automatic disqualification of both players per Rule #1-3.
g. The Golf Shop: With the recent improvement of the weather, 655 rounds of golf were played the three-day period (Feb28, Mar 1 & 2).  New attire is now available in the Golf Shop. 
h. The Hitting Range.  When practicing on the range and you make divots, start at the front edge then move directly back for the next hit, etc. The divots should be made in a straight line back instead of hitting here, there and everywhere to preserve the range surface.
i. Some sprinklers have been moved so they don’t hit the sand bunkers.  More work on this will be forthcoming.  The cost to purchase new sprinkler heads is $600.  Be vigilant when driving on the golf course.

10.   Old Business:  
a. To reduce the Wait Time on Hole #3, an experimental policy will be in place for the     remainder of the Men’s Club Golf season.  Once your Foursome has hit and chipped onto the Green. Your Foursome shall mark their ball and move to the back of the green or a safe location and WAVE the next Foursome behind yours to hit their drives towards the Green.  While that second Foursome is moving down range, Your Foursome shall continue to putt out and move on to Hole #4.
b. The On-Line sign-up for the Men’s Club Thursday Play has been fully implemented and is going well.  Follow the directions on your phone or laptop to register for Thursday participation.
c. The Golf Genius software is being developed for the Men’s League to improve sign up, parings and Tee times to be more robust.  No more signing up in the Golf Shop Hallway.
